
ANDERSEN OFFICERS’ SPOUSES’ CLUB 

CONSTITUTION

May 2010
ARTICLE I

Name and Purpose

Section 1.  Name

The name of the organization shall be the Andersen Officers’ Spouses’ Club and shall hereinafter be referred to as the “AOSC.”
Section 2.  Purpose

The AOSC is a two-part organization:

A. The Social part is a private, non-profit organization, which is organized in accordance with Internal Revenue Codes for a social welfare organization and operates to promote social, recreational, and other similar non-profit activities for members.

B. The Charitable part is a private, non-profit organization, which is organized in accordance with Internal Revenue Codes for a social welfare organization. The AOSC is organized exclusively for eligible candidates of scholarships, organizations that qualify as exempt as social welfare organizations under the Internal Revenue Codes, and other persons or groups in furtherance of charitable or educational purposes.

ARTICLE II

General Provisions

Section 1.  Authority

The AOSC operates on Andersen Air Force Base with the consent of the 36th Wing  Commander.  Operation is contingent on compliance with the requirements and conditions of all applicable Air Force Instructions (AFI). Air Force Instructions shall herein after be referred to as “AFI.”
Section 2.  Classification

The AOSC shall be established pursuant to the AFI 34-223 (providing guidance and procedures for establishing and operating private organizations on Air Force installations). 

Section 3.  Constitution and Bylaws

The AOSC is governed by its Constitution and Bylaws.  The AOSC may also institute standing rules that implement the Bylaws.  Should there be a conflict between the AOSC Constitution, Bylaws, or standing rules, the Constitution shall govern.

Section 4.  Private Benefit

The AOSC shall not allow any part of its earnings to monetarily benefit any member.
This is a private organization.  It is not a part of the Department of Defense or any of its components and has no governmental status.
ARTICLE III

Governing Bodies and Officers

Section 1.  Governing Bodies

A. The Board of Governors shall be the governing body of the AOSC and shall direct the operation of said club.  The officers of this organization shall be the elected, appointed officers, and the Standing Committee Chairs.  The Honorary President, the Advisor, the Parliamentarian, and the Gift Shop Manager shall be non voting members of the Board of Governors.

B. The Gift Shop Board of Directors shall manage the operation of the AOSC Gift Shop.  This Board shall consist of the Honorary President, the Advisor, the AOSC President, the Gift Shop Treasurer, and the Gift Shop Volunteer Representative.

Section 2.  Officers

C. Appointed Officers and Committee Chairs
The President shall appoint a Parliamentarian and all Committee Chairs with the approval of the elected officers.  The Gift Shop Manager is hired by the Gift Shop Board of Directors and serves as a non voting committee chair. 
ARTICLE IV

Membership

Section 1.  Categories

A.
Membership in the AOSC is voluntary and shall include Active, Invited Distinguished, and Associate Members, as outlined in Section 2.   All members must remain in good standing; a member in good standing shall be defined as one whose dues are paid in full.
B.
Associate membership shall not exceed 49% of the general AOSC membership body, in order to maintain the private organization status on Andersen Air Force Base per Private Organization Guidelines. 
Section 2.  Eligibility & Privileges
A.  Active Members

i.
Eligibility

(a) Spouses of active duty officers of the United States Armed Forces assigned to or residing on Andersen Air Force Base.

(b) Any active duty officer assigned to or residing on Andersen Air Force Base.

ii.
Privileges

Active members shall have the right to vote, hold office, and serve on the Board of Governors.

B. Associate Members
  i. Eligibility

(a)Spouses of active duty United States Armed Forces officers, DOD and DOJ living on Guam and not assigned to permanent duty or residing at Andersen Air Force Base, upon review and approval by the Board of Governors.

(b)Spouses of retired Unites States Air Force Officers. 

(c)Widowed spouses of United States Armed Forces Officers, providing they have not remarried.

(d)Civilian personnel, GS-9 and above, and their spouses; associated with Andersen Air Force Base. 

(e)Any adult dependent assigned to or residing on Andersen Air Force Base. 

ii. Privileges

Associate Members shall have the right to vote, and chair committees of the Board of Governors, but they may not hold the elected office of the President or First Vice President. 

C. Invited Distinguished Members
i.
Eligibility

Distinguished individuals who are not otherwise eligible for membership may be invited by the President or nominated by AOSC members, with the approval of the Board of Governors.

ii.
Privileges

Invited Distinguished Members do not pay dues and are not eligible to vote or hold office.

D. Guests
i.
Individuals who are eligible for membership in the AOSC may attend one function as a guest prior to becoming a member. The Board of Governors reserves the right to limit a function to members only.
ii.
Special guests may be invited by the President or the Board of Governors to attend any function.

iii. Bona-fide houseguests of any member may attend social functions after checking with the Reservations Chair.

Section 3. Membership not Restrictive

Notwithstanding the terminology used herein, membership and eligibility for office in this organization is not restrictive on the basis of race, religion, creed, color, age, national origin, gender, or handicap.

ARTICLE V

Methods of Financing

Section 1.  General Treasury

A.
The General Fund account will receive income from member dues, Ways and Means projects and the amounts from Gift Shop sales necessary to defray the administrative costs of the Board of Governors in accordance with Internal Revenue Codes for our social welfare organization.

B. The Social activities of this organization shall be financed by dues from all members and Ways and Means projects in accordance with Internal Revenue Codes.

Section 2.  Welfare Treasury

A. The Welfare fund account will contain funds raised and spent in accordance with Internal Revenue Codes.

B. A percentage of the sales from the AOSC Gift Shop shall be disbursed to   

fund charitable giving of the AOSC.

Section 3.  Recordkeeping 

A. The Officers’ Spouses’ Club will prepare an income and expense statement


annually, using either the cash or accrual method of accounting.  

B. The Officers’ Spouses’ Club will maintain a balance sheet of total assets at any given time.    

ARTICLE VI

Meetings and Quorums

Section 1.  Parliamentary Authority

The latest revised edition of Robert’s Rules of Order by General Henry M. Robert shall guide the AOSC providing it does not conflict with the Constitution and Bylaws of the AOSC.

Section 2.  Board of Governors Meetings

A.
A Board of Governors meeting shall be held monthly during the Board year at a time and place left to the discretion of the President.

B.
Special Board of Governors meetings may be called by the President at any time.

C. Any AOSC member in good standing may attend the Board of Governors meetings as an observer.

D.
The President may invite any AOSC member in good standing to a Board of Governors meeting to address the Board.

Section 3.  General Membership Meetings

A.
Unless otherwise designated by the President, the General Membership meetings of the AOSC shall be held on a monthly basis. 

B.
The President, with the approval of the Board of Governors, may call special meetings of the General Membership at any time.

Section 4.  Quorums

A. At Board of Governors meetings, a quorum shall consist of 2/3 of the Board of Governor members.  Members serving as co-chairs will count as one member in determining matters of quota.  Unfilled positions shall not be counted when determining quota. 
B. At General Membership or Special Meetings, a quorum shall be the voting members present at those meetings.
Section 5. Special Votes: Electronic Telecommunications
A special vote may be called by the President.  Voting may be designated by email correspondence and or telephone communication.  The secretary shall document all special votes and note them in the minutes for said month pursuant to Parliamentary procedure.
ARTICLE VII

Adoption and Amendments

Section 1.  Adoption

This Constitution shall become effective upon its adoption by a two-thirds majority vote of the eligible voting members present at any duly constituted meeting of the AOSC, with prior notification to the membership, and subject to the approval of the 36th Wing Commander or his/her designee.

Section 2.  Amendments

Amendments to this Constitution can only be made by a two-thirds majority vote of the eligible voting members present at any duly constituted meeting of the AOSC, with prior notification to the membership, and subject to the approval of the 36th Wing Commander or his/her designee. 

ARTICLE VIII

Dissolution

Upon dissolution of the AOSC, all funds and property, real and personal, in excess of debts, liabilities, and obligations shall be distributed as determined by the Board of Governors and voted on by the General Membership, subject to the approval of the 36th Wing Commander.  Assets shall be distributed for one or more exempt purposes within the meaning of the Internal Revenue Codes (for charitable, educational, or recreational purposes) or shall be distributed to the federal government.
ARTICLE IX

Liability

The AOSC is subject to restrictions, laws, taxes, licenses, and ordinances that may be imposed on it by local, state, and federal jurisdiction.  All members should be advised that financial liability incurred by the AOSC might result in individual personal financial responsibility if the treasury fails to discharge obligations.

ARTICLE X

Insurance and Bonding

Section 1.  Insurance

A.
Unless waived by the installation commander or a designee, the AOSC will obtain liability insurance coverage against personal injury and property damage claims that may arise from the activities of the AOSC or its members.

B.
If the insurance coverage is waived for the club’s normal activities, the AOSC will obtain insurance for special events commensurate with the risk involved.
Section 2.  Bonding

The AOSC General and Welfare Treasurers shall be bonded pursuant to the yearly insurance fidelity coverage. 
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
